Articulation Agreement – RN-BSN

This document defines the articulation agreement between the University of South Carolina Upstate (USC Upstate) and Orangeburg-Calhoun Technical College regarding acceptance of graduates of an Associate in Applied Science Degree-Nursing as USC Upstate nursing majors.  It is agreed that those graduates of Orangeburg-Calhoun Technical College’s Associate in Applied Science Degree-Nursing who meet all of the below listed criteria will be accepted without further review of credentials, with junior standing.
The criteria are as follows:

a. The student will have received the Associate in Applied Science Degree-Nursing from Orangeburg-Calhoun Technical College – or formerly, Associate Degree in Nursing (ADN).
b. The student will have successfully completed all required pre-requisite courses for the baccalaureate degree at a minimum of a grade of “C”.

c. The student will have successfully completed the NCLEX-RN and possess an unencumbered South Carolina license or Compact license.

d. The student will have taken all of the courses listed in Appendix A of this agreement.
Orangeburg-Calhoun Technical College 

1.
Will inform potential students about the program-to-program agreement.   Recruitment may include, but are not limited to media announcements, brochures or fliers, and information sessions for students of Orangeburg-Calhoun Technical College.

2.
An academic advisor will be identified whose responsibilities will be to coordinate the implementation of the program-to-program agreement.


3.
Students accepted into Orangeburg-Calhoun Technical College will use the current USC Upstate catalog in effect at the time of entry into Orangeburg-Calhoun Technical College.    
4.
Students opting to participate in the program-to-program agreement will be required to meet all the transfer credit requirements, including all BSN general education courses at the freshman and sophomore levels as well as all pre-requisite courses.  

USC Upstate

1.
Will accept all transferrable courses with a grade of “C” or better, unless noted otherwise, as part


of the Associate in Applied Science Degree-Nursing program.

2.
Will grant to the students rights to the USC Upstate catalog effective on the date of the signed agreement.

3.
Will assign a USC Upstate advisor once accepted into the baccalaureate program.

This agreement will be effective beginning August 1, 2012 and will continue in effect until it is modified by mutual consent or cancelled by either party.   
This agreement will be reviewed/updated on an annual basis.
