TRANSFER STUDENTS

Transfer Student applicants are required to submit an official high school transcript, diploma or
G.E.D. Certificate — even if they currently hold an undergraduate or graduate degree. To satisfy
the college residency requirement, a minimum of 15 credits must be completed at Quinsigamond
Community College to receive a degree or certificate.

An official transcript, issued directly from a regionally accredited post secondary institution to
QCC is required to receive transfer credit. Credit is awarded for courses completed with a grade
of “C”, or better, provided these courses are applicable to the student’s Quinsigamond major.
Applicants may also transfer “D” grades if their quality point average (QPA) is 2.0, or higher, at
the institution from which they are transferring. However, “D” grades are only accepted in lower
sequence courses and only if they have completed the upper sequence of the same course with
a grade of “C”, or better at the transfer institution.
